Slide the front weight onto the mounting shaft,
and install the 3/4 inch washer.

Insert the linchpin, and swing the retaining ring
over the end of the shatt.

11. Place the hopper top assembly on the bag
supports, with the hopper top hinge brackets
on the left side of the bag support hinge
brackets.

Mote: The hopper top hinge brackets must be
positioned to the left in order to contact the
hinge stops on the bag supports when the
hopper top is opened.

Install two 10 rmm shouldered flange bolts,
14 mm spring washers, 15 mm flat washers,
and 12 mm thin filat washers on the hinge
brackets, as shown.

» Place each spring washer on the bolt with
the convex side of the washer against the
bolt head.

» |nsert the bolts from the left side, through
the hopper top brackets and then through
the bag support brackets.

With ail washers in place, install the thick
10 mm nuts on the 10 mm flange bolts, and
check hinge alignment. If necessary, ioosen
the 8 mm belts on the hopper iop hinge
brackets to adjust hinge alignment, then
retighten the 6 mm bolts.

Tighten the thick 10 mm nuts to adjust hopper
hinge resistance, so the hopper top will stay
open when raised. This will facilitate bag
installation and removal.

Install the thin 10 mm nuts, and tighten them
against the thick 10 mm nuts to lock the nuts.

Tighten to a torque value of 35 N'm {25 ft-Ib).

The base of the retaining band is slotted for
tension adjustment. if necessary, loosen the
6 x 18 mm flange bolt at the base of the band,
and move the band up or down to adjust
tension.

Most grasses should be mowed when they
have grown 1/2 to 1 inch above their
recommended height.

Consult a local nursery or lawn and garden
center for cutting height recommendations
and advice about specific types of grasses
! and growing conditions in your area.

If your grass gets too tall, cut it once at the
highest cutting height setting, then mow again
in 2 ar 3 days. Don't take off more than one
third of total grass height in any one mowing,
or brown paiches may develop.

Cutting Width
i For an even lawn finish, overlap each mowing
swath by a few inches. If the grass is very tall
or thick, use more overlap and a narrower
mowing swath.

Blade Speed
The blade must spin very fast to cut properly. Always use the FAST throttle setting, and keep the
engine running at maximum rpm.

if engine speed drops, that means the blades are trying to take too big a bite. Mow a narrower swath,
use a slower drive speed, or raise the cutting haight.

Blade Sharpness
Sharp blades cut cleanly. Dull blades tear the grass, leaving shredded ends that turn brown. When
your blades don't cut cleanly anymore, have them sharpened or replaced.

MOWING PATTERN

A clockwise mowing pattern will give the best
bagging perforinance, leaving the least
amount of ¢lippings on the lawn. This is duse
to mower deck design and blade rotational
direction.

If the iawn has an irregular shape, or many
obstacles, divide it into sections where you
can use clockwise mowing patterns.

Grass Bag Cleaning

When the grass bags become ciogged with
dirt, they wilt not collect grass efficiently and
must be cleaned. Wash the grass bags with a
garden hose, and allow them to dry
completely before use, wet bags will clog
quickly.

Grass bags are subject to deterioration and
wear during usage. Inspect the bags
pericdically for tears, holes or weak spots and
replace them with new bags mesting
manutacturer durability requirements.

Dry Grass

If the ground is too dry, mowing will stir up a
lot of dust. Besides being unpleasant to work
in, too much dust will clog the carburetor air
filter.

If dust is a problern, water your lawn the day
before mowing. Mow when the grass is dry to
your touch, but the s0il is still moist.

Wet Grass

Wet grass clippings will tend to clog the
mower deck and chute, and they will tie in
clumps on the lawn. Always wait for wet grass
to dry before mowing.

If the Mower Deck or Chute Clogs

Stop the engine before clearing a clogged
mower deck or chuta, Use a stick to clean out
clogged clippings.
