IMPORTANT SAFETY INFORMATION

Before operating the side blower for the first time, please review the safety information beginning on page
1 and the next chapter, titted BEFORE OPERATION.

Even if you have operated other side blowers, take time to become familiar with how this side blower
works, and practice in a safe area until you build up your skills.

For your safety, avoid starting or operating the engine in an enclosed area such as a garage. Exhaust from
the engine contains poisonous carbon monoxide gas which can collect rapidly in an enclosed area and
cause illness or death.

The following precautions are suggested to help prevent accidents. A careful operator is the best operator.
Most accidents can be avoided by observing certain precautions. Read the following precautions before
operating the side blower to help prevent accidents.

Always move the PTO knob to OFF, shut the engine OFF, remove the ignition key, and wait for all moving
parts to stop before leaving the operator’s position, leaving the side blower unattended or inspecting the
side blower.

Be sure the area is clear of other people before operation. Stop the machine if anyone enters the area. Do
not operate the side biower with children, pets or cthers nearby.

Watch out for traffic when operating near or crossing roadways. Slow down before turning and approach
blind corners cautiously.

Always observe the area ahead. Avoid obstacles and stay away from holes, ditches, soft or steep
embankments and other potentially dangerous areas.

Wet surfaces reduce traction and stability. Always maintain proper traction.

Stop the tractor’s engine, then set the parking brake ON before connecting or disconnecting the side
blower.

GENERAL

For your safety, and to prolang the service life of your equipment, always inspect the belt and belt cover
before each use. See MAINTENENCE ITEMS on|page 9, Perform the Before Mowing checks listed in the
H4120 Lawn Tractor Owner’'s Manual.

CHECK MOWING AREA

For your safety and the safety of others, always inspect the area before mowing.

Always
remove any large debris from the mowing area.

Inspect The Side Blower

Check the side blower mounting bracket on the tractor, the belt and beit cover. Make sure the fatch is
secure on the side blower, and the belt cover is in place. Do not operate the side blower without the belt
cover in place.
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OPERATION

OPERATOR RESPONSIBLITY

Read the tractor owner’s manual carefully. Be thoroughly familiar with the controls and proper use of the
tractor. Know how to stop the tractor and disengage the controts quickly.

Refer to the tractor owner’s manual for detailed instructions on starting the engine and parking.

Left and right sides of the side blower are determined from the operator’s position, facing the direction of
forward travel.

Always remain in the operator’s seat of the tractor when operating the side blower.

if you strike a foreign object, move the PTO clutch knob to OFF, shut the engine OFF, and remove the
ignition key. Inspect for and repair any damage before operating the side blower again.

Airflow

The side blower needs a clear path for air to flow for best performance. Follow these tips to keep a clear air
path;

+ Keep the BC1000 bagger cart, chutes, dump cloth and cover clean

« Make sure the mower deck is adjusted properly. The rear height should be no more than 13 mm
(1/2 inch) higher than the front height.

* When possible, operate the mower at a taller cutting height.

Tips For Use

Avoid using the side blower (or even mowing at all) when the grass is wet. Wet clippings can quickly clog
the mower deck, and the chutes and the side blower.

Watch the window on the middle chute. If clippings aren't flowing past the window, the mower deck, side
blower or chute may be clogged. See the next section on how to clear the side blower.

Make sure the mower deck blades are sharpened. For sharpening guidelines, refer to the owner's manual
for your tractor.

Always keep the throtile in the FAST position when mowing. This cuts the grass better, and helps blow the
clippings toward the side blower and into the bagger cart.
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OPERATION

Clearing a Clog

The side blower may become clogged with clippings. If this happens, stop the tractor, move the PTO knob
to OFF, set the parking brake ON, remove the ignition key and disconnect both spark plug caps before
attempting to clear a clog.

Disconnect lower rubber strap (as needed) from the belt
tension release arm. Remove the middle chute from the
lower chute, or remove the lower chute from the side
blower as necessary.

Belt Cover

» Check the position of the cover before each use. The cover must fully cover the belt and pulley on the
right side of the mower deck.

Belt Replacement

It is not necessary to remove the side blower from the mower deck to replace the beit. The Honda Part
Number for a replacement belt is 81516-V09-N61.

1. Raise the anti-scalp rollers all the way up. Turn the height
adjustment knob to “3” and raise the mower deck to the
TRANSPORT position.

2. Disconnect the lower rubber strap from the belt tension
release arm. Pulf the middle chute away from the lower
chute, then remove the lawer chute from the side
biower.

4. Grasp the cover near the lower mounting stud, then pull the cover down to release it from the stud and
the lower lip. Push the cover forward slightly to remove it from the side blower. '

5. Turn the height adjustment knob to “1" and lower the mower deck.

6. If the old belt is intact, grasp both sides of the belt.
Hold the rear side of the belt firmly, then pull the
front side of the belt toward the front of the lawn PULL BELT HERE
tractor. When you do, the movahle tensioner
pulley inside the blower housing will lock, and the
belt tension engagement lever will move forward.
This removes the tension from the belt so it can be
removed from the mower deck puliey. Remove the
old bett from the mower pulley.

7. Keep your hands and fingers away from the
tensioner pulley. Push the belt tension GRASP BELT HERE
engagement lever rearward to snap the tensioner
pulley away from the blower. This relieves the
spring tension on the pulley so you can safely
work near it.

1. Park the lawn tractor on a level surface. Stop the engine. Engage the parking brake. Remove the
ignition key. Allow the engine to fuily cool. Disconnect both spark plug caps.

2. lf tire chains are installed, remove them to prevent damage to the mower deck.

Prevent the blade from turning with a block of
wood. Torque the spindle nut to 163 N*m
(120 1b-ft).

Install the mower belt. Reconnect the tensioner

Chisel or pry out the circular disk in the belt cover.

Take care not to bend the cover. File away any

burrs, and apply touch-up paint to prevent rusting of

Put the lift lever in the TRANSPORT position. Push the mower under tractor from the right side.

Turn the height adjustment knob to the blank mark on the knob. Move the lift lever in the LOCKOUT
position.

Install the rear mower deck lift brackets to the lift arms with the J-pins. you may need to slightly lift the
rear of the mower deck to get the bracket holes and the pins to line up properly.

Aftach the front lift rod assembly to the hooked end of tractor's frame brackets and the hooked end of
the mower attaching brackets.

Refer to the Operator's Manual for the BC1000 Bagger Cart and the Installation Instructions for the
MKC4148 Hitch Kit. Both the cart and hitch must be installed prior to using the side blower.
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TRANSPORTING & STORAGE

TRANSPORTING

The blower assembly may remain on the mower deck during transport. However, we recommend that the
bagger cart cover, flex tube, middle and lower chutes be removed.

STORAGE

Thoroughly clean and dry the entire side blower before storage. Dirt, ciippings and other debris can trap
moisture and promate rusting. Do not spray water into the side blower openings. Remove the side blower
and the belt cover|(page 9}|for best access to clean all parts properly.

Store the side blower in a dry lecation. Do not cover the side blower with a plastic sheet or cther material
than can trap moisture. This will promote rust.
